ST CUTHBERT – LINDISFARNE’S FIRST NATURE WARDEN?
St Cuthbert, revered as the patron saint of the North, spent much of his time on Lindisfarne, and as a hermit on the Farne Islands.

Local historian and Natural England volunteer warden John Woodhurst will lead us on a walk around the Harbour, along the Heugh stopping to visit the Look-Out Tower, over the rocks to St Cuthbert’s Island, and back to St Mary’s Church via the “Sacred Corridor”.

On the way he will outline St Cuthbert’s life and legacy with specific reference to the island and the Farnes, and will also refer to other sites along the coast associated with Cuthbert – St Abbs to the north, and Coquet Island to the south.
The walk and talk will be interspersed with tales of Cuthbert’s involvement with animals and the natural world, in many ways making him Lindisfarne’s first nature warden.
